1. Complete the Two assigned Knowledge Reviews in the PADI Enriched Air Manual, PRIOR to the
first day of class. Failure to complete and turn in these assignments will preclude me from
participating in any class activities and result in forfeiture of the class without refund.

2. All text and support materials are required for each academic development session. If you do not
bring in your materials you will be required to purchase new materials. This includes the PADI
Recreational Dive Planner (from your Open Water Class) which is not included with your
Enriched Air Crew Pak.

4, Students are required to have in their possession a Mask, Snorkel and Fins for the water training
segment. This equipment is not rented but is available for purchase in the store.

5. According to new PADI Standards, students are required to have a whistle and signaling device
for all open water dives. These items are available for hire for a nominal fee or purchase.

6. The student understands that there are two Open Water dives (conducted in one day) required
for certification. These dives are pre-scheduled unless prior arrangements were made. Failure to
“show-up” to the diving activities will result in a $100.00 fee

7. The student is responsible for obtaining a medical release (available on our website) if he/she has
answered “yes” to any of the medical questions in the student file PRIOR to the start date of
class.

8. Adhere to the buddy system throughout the water segment of training.

9. Prior to certification, all financial obligations that the student may have with South Beach Divers
must be fulfilled.

10. Although South Beach Divers tries to complete the training dives in Open Water (the ocean),
inclement weather may result in training dives to be relocated to a protected secondary site
appropriate for training. You will have the option to reschedule at no charge if this is the case.

The ONLY ways for us to conduct this class in 1 day is for
you to both read both the Enriched Air Manual and watch the Enriched Air Video. YOU MUST
COMPLETE THE TWO KNOWLEDGE REVIEWS IN THE BOOK BY THE FIRST DAY OF
CLASS. FAILURE TO DO SO WILL RESULT IN A FORFEITURE OF THE CLASS WITH NO
REFUND. We cannot start your class until this requirement is met. We have 5 instructors on
staff and are open 7 days a week to help you with any questions you may have while studying.
There will be no exceptions to this requirement. Please understand that we are making this as
clear as possible to avoid disappointment later. We will be happy to change the start date of
your class ONE time with no charge as long as you give us at least 72 hours notice prior to start
time. For less than 72 hours notice there will be a $100.00 fee to reschedule. If you are not sure
of when you will take the class, don’t schedule it until you are sure to avoid paying any fees.

Refund policy:

We do not offer refunds on classes or offer pro rated refunds if you only complete a portion of
the class. We will issue you a referral letter that can be used to complete your class at any PADI
dive center world-wide (each dive center may have different fees to do this), or you may come
back and finish the class within 24 months with us at no charge.

Flying after diving:

e One single dive: A minimum preflight surface interval of 12 hours is suggested.

o Repetitive Dives and/or Multi-day Dives: A minimum preflight surface interval of 18
hours is suggested.

o For Dives Requiring Decompression Stops: A minimum preflight surface interval
greater than 18 hours is suggested.

Gratuities:

As with any service industry, tipping is customary. Your dive instructor is professionally trained
and is here not only to teach you how to scuba dive, but also to ensure your safety and
enjoyment. While this is voluntary, the customary amount is 10%-20% of the class price.
